Joe A. S/D 11/27/94, he was born in 
Bermuda and spent much of his life as 
a sailor, a drunken sailor. He used 

sailing as a means to get away from 
people and responsibility. He drank 
for years, but one night he found him-
self vomiting blood and he went to the 
hospital. He made a half-hearted de-
cision to stop drinking that night, but 
went out and got drunk the very next 
night and collapsed which put him 
right back into the hospital. He 
stopped drinking for nearly 6 years 
after that, but he was still miserable 
and had a mean attitude. An argu-
ment with his wife set him back to 
drinking after 8 years. He picked up 
right where he left off, miserable and 
alone. He considered suicide but he 
would not do that only for the sake of 
his children. A friend suggested AA to 
him and he decided to go, thinking 
that AA would teach him “how to 
drink,” but he soon found out different-
ly. When Joe first came into these 
rooms, he was emotionally and spiri-
tually devastated. Life didn‟t make any 
sense to him. He stayed close to the 
door and tried to stay out of sight at 
first. Although he was still pickled from 
the day before, he thought he didn‟t 
need any help; that he could get sober 
by himself. A young man approached 
him that first night and started show-
ing him the way. He found that as he 
got sober he wanted to become a bet-
ter person. These days he goes to five 
plus meetings a week, he helps others 
and his life is rich and full. He has a 
new lease on life and he is a very 
happy, grateful man because of this 
program. Sobriety gave him a hope he 
never felt before and he has found 
that the promises really do come true.  
 
Rob S/D 6/6/07, grew up in the 
projects in Detroit. Both of his parents 
died due to the disease of alcoholism. 
After his parents died, he was left to a 
man who was abusive to him. Rob 
started drinking at a very young age. 
At age 21, he met a woman and they 
had a child together. Their relationship 
was mostly drinking, drugging, and 
fighting. He had to give the child up 
for adoption because both he and the 

mother were incarcerated. Rob drank 
the entire time he was locked up. After 
he got out, he moved to Florida, but 
found himself in prison once again. He 
found AA while in prison this time. He 
didn‟t know what AA was about and 
he wasn‟t willing nor open to it at first, 
but one day he asked God for help 
and since then his life has turned a 
corner. One day he ran across a 
young man in the prison who turned 
out to be the son that he had put up 
for adoption years before. He believes 
that God brought them together. He 
was able to make amends to his son 
as a result. Rob also started an AA 
meeting in the prison. Today he takes 
it one day at a time. He meditates and 
prays every day. He knows that God‟s 
grace and AA saved his life. A favorite 
saying of his is “The sunrise is God‟s 
way of telling us to lighten up.”

Group, they meet every day at 5:30 
p.m. in the 1250 Room, located at 
1250 Seminole Blvd.

Susan R. 
 
Richmond R. said that he was a very 
low bottom drunk. He joined the Army 
when he was 18 where he drank of-
ten, then shortly after getting out of 
the Army; he joined the Navy where 
he really began his drinking career. 
He‟s been married and divorced 7 
times. He has had multiple DUI‟s. He 
used to fight a lot when he was drink-
ing and one of those fights landed him 
in prison for 3 years. His drinking led 
him to being homeless and sleeping in 
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ditches. Over the years, he had been 
in and out of AA. The last time he 
came through the doors he was finally 
willing to admit that he‟d had enough, 
that he couldn‟t quit drinking by him-
self and most of all that he really 
wanted to quit and today he is as a 
happy as he can be. To newcomers, 
“You don‟t have to let this disease kill 
you, which it will, you can stop drink-
ing TODAY. “ 
 
Susan R. S/D 1/30/02, she recalls 
having a happy childhood right up un-
til the day her sister was married and 
moved away. Then all of a sudden, 
Susan became the focus of attention. 
She had always been a nervous child, 
never felt like she fit in with others and 
she kept very few friends. She found 
herself lonely and rebellious. At 15 
years old, a girlfriend introduced her 
to a new best friend named Alcohol. 
She fell in love immediately. Suddenly 
life was easier and she felt like she 
belonged. She got into law enforce-
ment and had a somewhat risky job in 
security. The job gave her adrenaline 
rushes and she often used alcohol to 
calm her down after work. Many of her 
coworkers also drank, but she found 
that they often were finished just as 
she was getting started. She became 
the director of security at a hotel that 
offered comps for drinks. She felt right 
at home. It was all about work for her. 
She was unable to form close person-
al relationships with anyone. She 
slowly found herself miserable and 
isolating. She wrote a suicide note 
one evening that said she was going 
to drown herself, a neighbor stopped 
her and she was baker-acted; which 
was the best thing that had ever hap-
pened for her until that point. She 
soon found AA, she walked away from 
her first meeting at The Real Happy 
Hour with hope, and so she kept com-
ing back. She went to that meeting for 
1 ½ years, but she went out and 
picked up right where she left off. She 
was baker-acted once again. She 
found her way back to AA where she 
has stayed. She discovered that “she” 
was the problem and she had to get 
out of herself. Today she has several 
sponsees, does lots of service work, 
and goes to meetings regularly. She is 
very grateful for the tools she has to 

use for her sobriety today.  
 

 

The Beacon Group was our host on 
March 20, they meet at The Beacon 
House, 2151 Central Ave. in St Pe-
tersburg, They meet on Thursdays 
each week at 8 p.m. it is an open dis-
cussion meeting. Tonight was their 
first time hosting the Unity meeting 
and they did great.

David P. S/D 7/11/09, he has a spon-
sor and he sponsors others. He had a 
good childhood with hard working 
parents. He is the only alcoholic in his 
immediate family. Alcohol was like 
rocket fuel for him when he first began 
his drinking career. It provided him 
with a change of attitude and made 
him feel like he fit in better with others. 
In college, he hung with people who 
drank like him and his drinking esca-
lated. He found he was unable to deal 
with life on life‟s terms; he got a DUI, 
went to outpatient treatment, and at-
tended a few AA meetings. He de-
cided he didn‟t need AA and he ma-
naged to stay sober for 2 years with-
out it, however, he began drinking 
again with some coworkers and it took 
off right where he left off. This is a 
progressive disease. His drinking 
eventually started to replace personal 
relationships and he isolated himself 
from others. Eventually being by him-
self, he was miserable and yet he was 
riddled with fear when around other 
people. One night while driving home 
from a bar, he was involved in a hit 
and run accident. He went to his first 
real AA meeting the following night 
where he met his first sponsor. He 
became willing to ask for help. AA 
gave him the structure he needed to 
live a better life. Today he has com-
mitments in AA and he loves the AA 
fellowship. His life has become 
worthwhile and he has a new sense of 
ease and peace one day at a time.  

 
Bruce S/D 12/5/93, he was raised in 
an alcoholic family. He was very high 
strung as a kid and felt out of place. 
He often compared himself to others 
and “pretended” to be like them. 
Bruce started drinking at age 19. He 
had an immediate fascination with 
alcohol at first and found himself firmly 
chained to it within 3 years. His life 
soon became dismal and grey. He 
kept thinking that eventually his “ship 
would come in,” so he waited, and 
while he waited he drank more and 
more. After 5 years of heavy drinking, 
he began to have liver trouble but he 
didn‟t think it was all that bad. His life 
was miserable but he thought he was 
doing “what he wanted to do.” He 
found himself more and more isolated 
and alone. Eventually he fell apart. He 
went to a dry out unit at a hospital and 
soon after, he found AA. He got down 
on his knees and he asked God to 
help him stay safe and sober. Bruce 
found a sponsor right away and 
started going to meetings every night. 
It wasn‟t long before he started to be-
lieve that AA had something for him. It 
gave him hope. He started working 
with newcomers right away and 
worked on the steps. He‟s had low 
points and “funks” in sobriety but he 
hasn‟t had the need to drink. Today 
he lives a spiritual life and he is willing 
to do God‟s will even when it reveals 
itself slowly. To newcomers Bruce 
says, “Live a real life today on God‟s 
terms and you can have a life beyond 
your wildest dreams. It really works!”  
 

 

On March 27, The Dunedin Group 
hosted, they meet on Tuesday and 
Saturday evenings at The Church of 
The Good Shepherd, 639 Edgewater 
Dr. in Dunedin. Since their group 
meets on Saturday night at 8:30, not 
all the group members could come 
with them tonight. They considered 
this when they signed the group up to 
host. They felt it was important to 
come because the Unity Speakers 
meeting is a project of the Pinellas 
County Intergroup and that all 
proceeds go directly to Central Office, 
therefore all AA members benefit. 
They are very appreciative for all that 
the PCI does, for example, providing 
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the Where and When booklet each 
quarter. Hosting the meeting tonight is 
their way of showing their appreciation 
and support as a group. 
 
Susan K, made and brought the most 
delicious and beautiful cake to share. 
She has a reputation for baking the 
best cakes and bringing to the AA 
meetings. She does service work that

Dave P. S/D 6/21/02, he was in his 
first detox at age 22. When he got out 
he joined an AA group, but he wasn‟t 
ready or willing to do the work, so he 
went back out. He went into another 
rehab where he met and formed a 
strong bond with a sponsor, but still, 
he wasn‟t ready and he went out 
again after 9 months of sobriety. At 
age 30, he went to a single meeting, 
and then was back out drinking. He 
was in and out of AA for years be-
cause he wasn‟t willing and he didn‟t 
believe he needed anyone‟s help. 
One night while drinking at home, he 
was overcome with a feeling of im-
pending doom. It felt to him as if death 
(sort of a Grimm Reaper) had spotted 
him and had taken a personal interest 
in him. It was a very frightening expe-
rience and it happened over and over 
again, each time getting closer to the 
next. The experience caused him to 
look at his drinking differently than 
before. He realized it was killing him 
and that he wanted to live, so he 
crawled into the Dunedin Group. Step 
3 was the turning point for him – the 
first action step. He said the step 
three prayer from the depths of his 
heart and his whole life changed for 
him. Today he is very involved in AA 
and loves helping others and doing 
service work. His message to newco-

mers is, “The solution is in the steps. 
Reach out and ask God to help you to 
become who you are really meant to 
be and he will. It works!‟ 
 
Carl S. S/D 3/27/76, he said that he 
was very introverted as a kid. He had 
a lot of hatred and denial in his life 
and his family fought a lot. When he 
started drinking, he immediately be-
came a blackout drinker and he hung 
out with the same types of drinkers. 
Carl‟s wife had first encouraged him to 
go to AA years ago and he went for a 
while just to get her off his back. 
Drinking was more important to him 
though so he went out. He took up 
cigar smoking to try to mask the odor 
of alcohol on his breath. He tried AA a 
couple more times but he still wasn‟t 
willing to let go. After his third time 
out, he felt that life just wasn‟t worth 
living anymore. His entire family had 
given up hope that he would ever quit 
drinking. His life was in shatters and 
he was having suicidal thoughts. So, 
finally he cried out for help. That was 
34 years ago. He went to a meeting 
where he was told “Keep coming back 
kid, you can make it” and he did. At 
first, when things started going real 
well for him, it scared him. He wasn‟t 
used to the feeling of peace he had 
discovered and he didn‟t know how to 
deal with happiness and success. 
That feeling soon passed however 
and today he loves being a part of AA. 
He likes the feeling of being con-
nected and he reaches out to help 
others whenever he can. He has 
found wonderful gifts in sobriety. His 
message to newcomers is “The hard-
est part is forgiving yourself. If you 
continue to blame yourself, you will 
stay stagnant and you will drink again. 
Do this for your family, have the cou-
rage to reach out because nobody 
can do this on their own. Keep coming 
back!”
