To All Members of Pinellas County Intergroup: 
  

THE IMPORTANCE OF ANONYMITY 

Many years ago I was trying to find reasons why I wasn‟t an alcoholic; I read 
a lot of literature on the subject, and found nothing but evidence that I was. 
Since I knew that a commitment to A.A. would mean never drinking again; I 
tried to find ways to discredit A.A. It was many years ago, and I don‟t re-
member the exact details, but I do know that an A.A. member violated our 
11

th
 Tradition which gave me the perfect evidence to convince my then wife, 

and anyone else who would listen, why A.A. doesn‟t work.  
 
As I recall there was a young man, who had a very bad alcohol problem, 
and was constantly in trouble because of it. He came to A.A. and “cleaned 
up his act”. He became a crusader for sobriety, and was so successful that 
he was put in charge of a recovery program in the city where he lived. This 
was a marvelous human interest story, and a newspaper reporter was dis-
patched to write an article about the successful recovery this young man 
had made. The first and last name of the man and a photo was used in this 
newspaper story. Great tribute was give to A.A. for turning this man‟s life 
around. 
 
I became aware of this marvelous human interest story a couple of months 
later when radio, television, and the print media was reporting that this same 
young man had been arrested the night before for causing a very serious 
automobile accident while he was drunk. This gave me the all the evidence I 
needed to convince myself and anyone who would listen that “A.A. doesn‟t 
work”. 
 
Today we have television cable news channels and newspapers looking for 
stories, and we have the internet, with social sites such as “Facebook” and 
“Twitter” which enable us to post things for the whole world to see. With the 
tremendous freedom of communication we all enjoy anonymity breaks are 
becoming more and more common. I would ask that we all remind our fellow 
A.A. members, our sponsees, our non-alcoholic friends and relatives of the 
importance of our anonymity at the level of the press, electronic media and 
the internet.     
 
As we all know, A.A. does work, and it works very well. We all need to be 
mindful to observe all of our traditions, so that those who come after us 
have the same opportunities that we were given.

I 
would have said. "There are certainly no miracles happening here." On hindsight I wasn't aware of how miraculous it 

was I hadn't killed myself or anybody else yet, or how the miracle of recover y was about to happen for me.  

 During the first few years of recovery, the occurrence of miracles was subtle at first, and I sometimes missed them. 

My physical sobriety was something I struggled with and then eventually took for granted, but it was surely my first 

miracle. Later, the miracles of emotional recovery and the emerging awareness of, and appreciation for, my spiritual 
self were also examples of the miracles taking place in my life. And, of course, I was always surrounded by the many 

miracles happening in the lives of those in the rooms around me.  
  

These days I've come to rely on the existence of miracles even though they may not always look like I expect them to. 
Today I realize it's enough to just believe in them, to show up and be of service, and to let God do the rest. Then I just 

sit back and let the miracles happen.

Perry W. S/D - 3/27/08, spoke first. 
These rooms have changed Perry‟s 
life. He, like most of us, never felt like 
he fit in. He was a blackout drinker 
from the very start and he was unable 
to form lasting loving relationships 
because of his drinking. Perry was 
court ordered into the program in the 
80‟s. The seed was planted but it 
didn‟t grow at the time. He went back 
out and found his life growing more 
miserable and lonely. He spent 10 
years in prison. Once he found his 
way back into the rooms, on his own  

 
accord, he realized that God had been 
with him all of his life. When trouble 
came his way he now knows that it 
wasn‟t God letting him down, rather it 
was himself. He has found the best 
friends he can ever imagine in this 
program and he gets along much bet-
ter with his family today. He has a 
healthy fear of drinking today, know-
ing that all he has is today. “One day 
at a time”. He listens, he learns, and 
he is grateful for his life today. In clos-
ing he remarked, “If you are new to 
AA, please keep coming back. You 
will gain a new understanding of your-
self and of others and your life will get 
better and better every day. “ 
 
Karrie K. S/D – 3/22/1998, she was 
born to a good family in Michigan. As 
a little girl, she was very happy, but 
she shut down when her parents di-
vorced. She didn‟t realize how badly 
she had been affected by the divorce 
until she began doing the steps. Kar-
rie recalls having her first drink at age 
14. He mom was an alcoholic herself 
and she enabled Karrie. Karrie‟s 
drinking rapidly spun out of control. 
She quit school and shortly thereafter  

 
married a man who was physically 
and mentally abusive to her. As a re-
sult of his abuse, she drank even 
more. Karrie always had wonderful 
ideas and dreams about what she 
wanted out of life, but alcohol got in 
the way and did nothing but bring her 
down. Her mom eventually died of the 
disease of alcoholism. A good friend 
of Karrie‟s planted the seed of AA but 
it still took awhile for her to find her 
way into the rooms. She believes it 
was God‟s grace that guided her in. 
Her first meeting was in St. Peters-
burg. She recalls that it felt weird, but 
she felt better. It was suggested that 
she keep coming back and she did 
even though she really didn‟t under-
stand at the time what the program 
was about. She had several sponsors 
over the first few years, until she 
found one that she really felt a con-
nection to. She listened carefully and 
did as she was asked as her sponsor 
guided her through the steps. Today 
her life is wonderful and it just gets 
better and better. She met and mar-
ried a wonderful man and had twins 
that she calls God‟s gifts. She is truly 
grateful that she has had the opportu-
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nity to become the person she always 
wanted to be.

He was very skep-
tical at first but over time, he began to 
understand and believe in the pro-
gram. He finally "made a decision to 
believe in a power greater than him-
self and all of the promises began to 
come into focus" for him. The gifts of 
this program are absolutely amazing. 
He started clearing-up, cleaning-up 
and growing up. He has found real 
love in these rooms and he has a 
wonderful group of friends. His life just 
keeps getting better. To newcomers 
he suggests to trust in God and clean 
house. Ignore irritations and practice 
being satisfied. Then, share your ex-
perience strength and hope. Bob has 
experienced true miracles in AA. He 
knows that God is doing for him things 
that he could never do for himself. 
 
Jane P. has 30 years of sobriety, she 
began by saying, “If you are looking 
for God, you have found him in these 
rooms.”Jane was in physical, emo-
tional, and mental pain when she first 
found this program. When Jane was 
10 years old, she was burned over 
80% of her body. Her mother died of 
alcoholism and Jane was the one who 
found her. It was on Jane‟s 25

th
 birth-

day. Jane drank from that day forward 
until she stumbled through the doors 
of AA. She has found unconditional 
love in these rooms. She has learned 
to laugh and enjoy everything that life 
has to offer.  There is hope in these 
rooms. We are all miracles. Her mes-

sage to newcomers is that we have 
the key to helping ourselves and help-
ing others, all we have to do is keep 
coming back and put down the drink. 
Jane is very grateful and thanks God 
for the wonderful life she has today.

Brian Y. S/D – 9/20/09 
Brian was born into a good family with 
loving parents. He started drinking at 
age 18. Alcohol led him into a very 
painful place. He ended up in a rehab 
facility, then a half way house. He re-
lapsed and almost lost his life. AA has 
given him a life beyond his wildest 
dreams. Today he can be a real son 
for his parents and a productive 
member of society. He is very grateful 
for the program and he reaches out to 
help others whenever he can. He 
stated, “My life is unbelievable today!” 
 
Joe K. S/D – 5/03/09 
Joe was a daily drinker by age 15. He 
entered his first treatment program at 
15. His mom used to drop him off at 
AA meetings, but as soon as she left 
the parking lot, he would slip away. At 
15 he was threatened with prison, he 
entered another treatment program at 
21. That is when the seed was 
planted although he still didn‟t join the 
program for a while. One day he 
talked with a friend, his friend shared 
about his own misery and how he has 
overcame it. The friend suggested he 
try the rooms of AA. He went to his 

first real meeting and he liked what he 
heard, so he stayed. His first sponsor 
got him very involved with the steps 
and with helping others. His life got 
much better. He has discovered that 
the more involved he is with AA the 
happier his life gets.  
 
Rich F. S/D – 2/3/2009 
Rich called central office when he hit 
bottom and they suggested that he go 
to the Monday Night Speakers meet-
ing. He didn‟t like it at first, but he 
could identify with what he heard and 
he decided to stay. Today he believes 
that it is by the grace of his higher 
power that he is in these rooms. He 
has learned to trust through the words 
and actions of others. Each day is 
another blessing and he is a very 
grateful recovering alcoholic.  
 
Mike B. S/D 5/31/92 
Mike started drinking in high school 
and it led him to a life of misery and 
hopelessness. He drank away a mar-
riage and he lost the trust of friends 
and family. He crawled into the rooms 
of AA and has since then discovered 
the many gifts of sobriety. He is able 
to be a real father for his children and 
he has developed many true friend-
ships. He is grateful for the strong 
foundation that AA has provided for 
him to build the rest of his life upon.  
 
Kelly -   27 years sober 
Kelly, like many others, was court or-
dered into the program. She was de-
fiant and had decided it wasn‟t for her. 
She announced it to her group, but 
luckily, another member who had 
once been a drinking buddy of hers 
convinced her to stay just a little long-
er. Now she has 27 years sober. Her 
message to newcomers is “Don‟t 
leave before the miracle happens!”

Jo S. was the youngest of five child-
ren, 4 out of the 5 became alcoholics. 
She remembers being allowed to “sip” 
drinks with family members when she 
was very young. She knew then that 
she liked the taste and the effect that 
alcohol had on her. Her first real drunk 
was when she was 13. She ended up 
violently ill as a result and she didn‟t 
drink again until she was 15 years old, 
and again, she became violently ill. 
He only drank occasionally throughout 
high school. Her drinking experience 
has always resulted in sickness and 
blackouts. She attended a few AA 
meeting in college as part of a Sociol-
ogy class. She thought then that the 
program could help her brother, but 
she didn‟t believe she had a problem 
herself. Her occasional drinking be-
came heavier over the course of a few 
years. She never got in trouble over 
her drinking; she was always able to 
talk her way out of it. She used to 
miss work because of alcohol and 
always claimed she had a case of 
food poisoning. She was even able to 
convince herself that her lies were the 
truth. She married and after awhile 
both she and her husband began to 
isolate themselves as a result of their 
drinking. Daily living became very dif-
ficult for her and she found herself 
amazed at the seemingly “normal” 
things that others seemed to be able 
to do during their lives. In April 2001, 
she tried AA for the first time. She 
didn‟t feel like she fit in and thought 
that her problem wasn‟t as bad as 
others were in the rooms. She went 
back out and drank again. Life be-
came hopeless for her and she consi-
dered suicide, but wouldn‟t go through 
with it because she didn‟t want to hurt 
her family. She found herself back in 
the rooms where she decided to stay. 
She found a great sponsor who 
guided her through the steps and she 
joined a great home group. Today she 
has great sobriety. She has conscious 

contact with her higher power and she 
is able to deal with life on life‟s terms. 
She no longer needs to rely on alco-
hol to get her through anything. She 
has a tremendous amount of gratitude 
for this program and the people in it. 
In closing, she states the “Her life to-
day is 2

nd
 to none. “ 

 
Russ shared his experience in great 
detail and he definitely qualifies. Russ 
was dually addicted to alcohol and 
work. His first drink was as a boy 
scout. It was a warm beer. He hated 
the taste, but he loved the feeling. It 
gave him a strength he felt he needed 
to be able to fit in. He tried "to simply 
be a social drinker,” but always 
seemed to pass right through the 
“magic place” he was seeking and 
ended up sick. He joined the National 
Guard at age 15 and found himself 
drinking all the time. He went to 
school on the GI bill and graduated 
top of his class. His drinking however 
became exceedingly important. He 
finally found his way into the rooms of 
AA and today he is a very happy re-
covering alcoholic
