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Highlights of [Last Monhth’s Ihtergroup Meeting

This is the Central Office Maintenance Procedure that was approved at the
June 15, 2009 Intergroup meeting.

Mission: To accomplish preventative and restorative projects to maintain the
integrity of Pinellas County Intergroup’s Central Office Facility.

Scope of work: It is the intent of this Committee to provide planning, labor
and materials to accomplish minor restoration or construction projects. The
Committee must in all ways comply with all local, county, state and federal
building codes and requirements. Payment for labor and materials required for
such projects will be made using the general operating funds of Central Office,
but may be donated by A.A. members, providing such gifts are in compliance
with all applicable A.A. Traditions. If projects require building permits and/or
materials costing in excess of $300.00, it will be the responsibility of the
Maintenance Committee Chairperson and the Central Office Manager to
collaborate, and develop a plan which will then be presented to the Intergroup
membership for their approval.

Chairperson’s responsibilities: To plan and coordinate maintenance
projects to insure that the facility meets health and safety requirements of its
inhabitants and to mitigate wind or water damage caused by hurricanes or
other natural disasters. To restore facility after danger from hurricane or
natural disaster has passed. It will be the responsibility of the Chairperson to
recruit volunteers, and procure materials required to accomplish planned
projects.

Chairperson‘s requirements:
Two years continuous sobriety, some Intergroup experience preferred. A good
working knowledge of local building practices and codes.

The “Statement of Purpose” for our Intergroup organization was approved at
the June 15" Intergroup Meeting. This statement will appear atop the agendas
for our Intergroup Meetings and under the masthead of our Plain and Straight
newsletter. This brief definition of Intergroup is designed to inform folks of who
we are and what we do.

Sobriety involves throwing out the old way of life and beginning anew.Telling our
stories and listening to others, enables us to learn a new way of handling situations
that used to baffle us.
Stories are like a mirror in which we can see ourselves.
This meeting allows us to experience a wide range of speakers so that we can learn
how to improve our lives and start living again.

The Back Porch Lunch Bunch hosted
the June 6" meeting with Marge B.
chairing. The Preamble was read by
Ron G. and Haywood W. read How It
Works. This group holds their meetings
every day at noon in the same room
that the Unity meeting is held at the
DeGeorge Plaza on Starkey Rd.

The first speaker was Paul S. He
describes himself as a self-made drunk
because there was no alcohol in his
family home. He spent 25 years
drinking and he had several marriages.

However, he kept coming
back, sobered up in 1997 and got a
new sponsor. He came to Florida (4
1/2 Years ago) and has a new
perspective on his Higher Power.

The second speaker was a young
man who made coffee for the Unity
Meeting when he first got sober. He
was born and grew up in Philadelphia,
the big city. He drank and got in
trouble by doing everything under the
sun. His sobriety date is 8/21/06 and
says that this room saved his life..
Jason M. is very grateful and does a
lot of service work. He is so happy now
that he cannot stop smiling. Everyone
is a piece of God even if you cannot
see it. When he gets in a bind, he asks
himself (What would God do?).

The third speaker is a great gal. She
takes notes for me on Sat. night and
does a great job. She comes from a
long line of alcoholics and all her life,
she felt bad but alcohol made her feel
better. Cindy G’s friend thought she

might die so her Mother and Dad
brought her down to Florida and her
Mother found a meeting (Back Porch
Lunch Bunch) right away. They told
her that she was in the right place. She
listened and cried a lot and eventually
began to feel better. Her sobriety date
id 9/11/08. She realizes that God is
here for her.

Pat was the last speaker. Her sobriety
date is June 6, 1981 and is grateful to
AA. She really did not work the
program but she was stark raving
sober. She joined a group and got
active. She had anger, resentment
and rage and needed to ask for help.
She took suggestions and worked the
program. She moved to Florida and
put people in her life that enabled her
to experience peace and serenity.

They have
meetings every day at various times.

A very good friend of mine, Bob C. was
the first speaker. His first AA meeting
was at Bay Pines and his second
meeting was at the 49ers.

He hated
Tom hugging him and telling him that

he loved him. His life is now beyond
his wildest dreams.

Margie P, spoke next. She hated AA at
first but eventually learned to love it
and got a sponsor who told her to let
go of her cross or she would drink
again. Her sobriety date is 2/11/78.
She joined the 49ers 11 months ago
and found that it fit her like a glove.
She is proud and grateful that God
never left her.

The third speaker was Ron D. He was
the second of 4 children. He has no
self worth and no social skills. After
over 20 years of drinking, he found AA.
He had been in and out of treatment
centers. He has experienced pain,
growth and joy in AA. The Forty Niners
welcomed him and he learned how to
love. He loves service and has helped
a lot of people.

She was
married to a man in the military at 18
and had a son. She moved to Florida
and began to go to meetings. She got
a sponsor and has lots of women
friends. She worked at a treatment
center working with teenagers. She
has totally changed her behavior.

Vinnie P. was the second speaker. His
sobriety date is 6/9/84. He was born in
Brooklyn, the youngest child of 5. He
was an altar boy. At fifteen, he was an
usher at a wedding and got sick on
wine. He worked for the Dept of
Sanitation and has sons and
daughters. After the usual difficulties
with alcohol, he joined AA. He
separated from his wife and moved to
Florida. He has since remarried. By
the grace of God, he is sober to-day
and talks to him every morning. He
reads the Daily Reflections and prays
for others each day.

Marion R. gave out the chips.

The June 27" meeting was hosted by
the Turner Street Evening Group. This
meeting is held at the Serenity Club,
731 Turner St., Clearwater every
evening at 8 p.m.

The meeting was hosted by Bobby M.

The speaker was Nancy F. who was
born in Wisconsin, the middle child of
four? She did not fit in and was very
shy. Her first drink was at a concert. It
was gin and she drank the whole
bottle, needless to say she blacked
out. She left home at 17 and worked
for a radio station. She moved to
California after she got married. She
soon divorced and came back to New
York. She then moved to Florida with a
friend because she heard that there
were better chances of recovery here.
She went to PAR Detox and went to
meetings to prove that she was an
alcoholic. Her sobriety date is 8/2/89.
After 2 years, she got a sponsor, did
service work and worked the steps.
God places opportunities in front of her

and she has discovered that blessings
are sometimes inconveniences. She
said that the real me is God’s child
inside. She lives a good life but does
not understand God’s purpose for her.
Today there is nothing that happens,
that a drink can make better. To stay
sober we have to surrender and build a
broader connection to GOD.

This is especially true with regard
to politics and money.

DUCK TALES

For those of you who really do read this column, you will
remember my sharing how | enjoy attending AA meetings
while on the road. No, I'm not slipping a retread article into
the P. & S. | went on vacation up to the Jersey shore and
while there | attended a couple of AA meetings. Interesting
how their meetings are more heavily attended during the
summer. What'’s up with that!

So there | was at a meeting in Lavellette, N.J. about to be
greeted by friends | hadn’t yet met when to my surprise |
noticed sitting on the seats of the numerous folding chairs
but a large yellow book. Now, | know I've seen this book at
meetings before but not too recently. This book, Living
Sober, (and yes it is conference approved), available at
Central Office for $3.75 plus tax, was the format of the
closed discussion meeting.

So we began reading on page four, section two: Staying
away from the first drink. Imagine that | arrived at an out-
of-town meeting almost in time to start at the beginning of a
book and what, to my surprise, the focus was on was our
primary purpose - alcohol, or more appropriately, staying
away from alcohol one drink at a time.

| do believe this was a not-too-well-disguised Step One
Meeting:

“We admitted we were powerless over alcohol - our lives
had become unmanageable.” As the discussion circulated
around the room, | reflected on just how the words of this
two-part step are situated: first the admission, which for me

was easy. | would often, while perched on a bar stool, a
pitcher of rented beer before me, admit to whom- so-ever
passed by that | really did have a “drinking problem” and
how a drink would make me feel like a new man! This
facetious admission, even in the rooms, ultimately led to a
stab at mission impossible. Once returned, my “admission”
became more and more a willing acceptance of the first part
of step one. | was indeed powerless over alcohol. At every
turn, memory would return, often revealing just how deeply
alcohol had insinuated itself into the very core of my being
and warped my character and my personality into
something unrecognizable by those members of my family
and my friends who somehow continued to care about me.

What also came clearly into focus was the seamlessness of
how, in spite of the hyphen, the second part of the step
flows directly and consequentially from the first part; our
lives had become unmanageable! Once again the true
meaning of the step became clear to me. My life became
unmanageable because | drank. My life did not cause me to
drink!  How liberating. Armed with this once-again
revelation, | enjoyed the week’'s vacation, which was a
family reunion amazed at how since | put the “plug in the
jug”, my family was not at all dysfunctional but rather quite
the opposite: loving, caring and nurturing. Wow, what a gift
earned “a day at a time” in the rooms of A. A.
