Comments from Qur Chairman

CHAIRMAN’S MESSAGE AUGUST 2010

More and more people are coming to understand the devastating effects
that alcoholism has had on our society. Fatal auto accidents caused by
drunk drivers. Families ripped apart by divorce. Incarceration of people
resorting to illegal means to supply their addiction to alcohol. The list goes
on. I am one of the relative few alcoholics who have found a solution to
their problem here in Alcoholics Anonymous. Our Preamble tells me my
primary purpose is to stay sober, and help another alcoholic to achieve
sobriety. I am committed to this principle, but in order to carry the A.A.
message to the still suffering alcoholic; I must be in contact with alcoholics
willing to be helped.

Traditions eleven and twelve make me aware that I can't go out and
promote A.A. but there are ways that our founders and our General
Service Office in New York have given us to make people aware of
Alcoholics Anonymous:

1. We can volunteer to be a worker at our Central Office. There we may
answer phones, and speak with people who come into the office. We
can direct them to a meeting or share some of our experience,
strength and hope with them.

2. We can volunteer for our “Help Line” and answer phone calls
forwardedto our homes by an answering service when Central Office is
closed.

3. We can volunteer for our District Corrections Committee, and carry the
message into jails and prisons.

4. We can volunteer for our District Treatment Committee and carry
the message into Treatment Centers.

5. We can volunteer for our District Public Information / Cooperation
withthe Professional Community Committee. These volunteers go into
schools,hospitals, Civic organizations, etc. and discuss A.A. What it is,
what it doesand doesn't do.

These are some of the ways we can let people know about A.A. so we can
offer Help to as many people as possible. There are many other service
opportunities offered by our Intergroup, District, and Area organizations.
But “First Things First”. When I was new to A.A. it was recommended to
me not to drink, go to meetings daily, join a home group, find a sponsor
and work the steps. These things have worked for me, and I recommend
them to anyone who is new to our fellowship.

Her mom allowed her to drink
because she assumed she would drink
anyway and she wanted to keep an
eye on her. Alcohol made Melissa feel
10 times faster, smarter and prettier.
At first. But after awhile it stopped
working and went the opposite way.
She suffered blackouts repeatedly and
she became extremely depressed.
However, she didn't know how to
stop. She got into a rehab program
and when she got out she found AA.
Her first group in Florida was the
Turner Street group. They made her
feel warm and welcome. She has a
great network of friends today and
she feels very blessed. She loves the
unity that AA has brought into her life.
She approaches every day with
courage, strength and hope; with
serenity rather than sorrow. Her
message to newcomers is to keep it
simple, one day at a time.

Bob was court ordered into the rooms
of AA. He was not serious about it at
first because he did not really want to
quit drinking. However, the seed was
planted. His first experience with
alcohol was at 13 years old.

Barbara was born in Florida. Her first
drink was at age 13. She always had
the feeling that others were talking
bad about her, she was extremely
paranoid, even though she had no
reason to feel that way. Alcohol
caused her to not care about what
others thought, but also to not care
about ANYTHING in her life. She
doesn't recall exactly how she got into
AA, she went on instinct and she has
never left. She felt a bond at Turner
Street and she is grateful to have that
home group. She has no desire to
drink. She knows what it’s like to be a
drunk and has no intention of
experiencing that again. She is happy
in AA and she loves being a solid
member of the fellowship. To
newcomers her message is: Get in the
middle of the group. Stay centered
and keeps coming back. You will soon
be seeing miracles.
