Q - What happened to your sponsor, Ebby? 

 

A - It was Ebby who brought me the message that 
saved my life and uncounted thousands of others.  

Because of gratitude and old friendship, my wife Lois 
and I invited Ebby to live at our home shortly after I 
sobered up. The son of a well-to-do family in Albany, 

he had never learned any profession so he was broke 
and had to begin all over. These were difficult circums-

tances, naturally 

Ebby stayed with us something like a year and a half. 

Being intent on getting re-established in life, he took 
little interest in helping other alcoholics. Little by little, 

he commenced the rationalization we have seen so of-
ten. He began to say that if he had the right romance 

and the right job then things would be okay. At length, 
he fell by the wayside. He would not mind if I tell this - 

it is a part of his story today. 

For many years, my old friend Ebby was on the wagon 
and off. Sometimes he could stay sober for a year or 

more. He tried living with Lois and me for another con-
siderable period but apparently this was of no help. 

Maybe we actually hindered him. As A.A. began to 
grow, his position became difficult. For a long time, 

things went from bad to worse. 

About six years ago the groups down in Texas decided 

to try their hand. Ebby was shipped non-stop to Dallas 
and placed in an A.A. drying out place. In these new 

surroundings in Texas, far from his old failures, he has 
made a splendid recovery. Excepting for one slip which 

occurred about a year after his arrival down there he 
has been bone dry ever since. This is one of the deep-

est satisfactions that has ever come to me since A.A. 

started and many another A.A. can say the same.

JOIN THE AA ROADSHOW AND BRING YOUR GROUP 

TO DEGEORGE PLAZA ON STARKEY ROAD ON SATURDAY NIGHT AT 8 P.M. 

 
 One day a father of a very wealthy family took his son on a trip to the country with the firm pur-

pose of showing his son how poor people live. They spent a couple of days and nights on the 
farm of what would be considered a very poor family. 
On their return from their trip, the father asked his son, "How was the trip?" 
"It was great, Dad." "Did you see how poor people live?" the father asked. 
"Oh yeah," said the son. "So, tell me, what did you learn from the trip?" asked the father. 
The son answered: "I saw that we have one dog and they had four. 
We have a pool that reaches to the middle of our garden and they have a creek that has no end. 
We have imported lanterns in our garden and they have the stars at night. 
Our patio reaches to the front yard and they have the whole horizon. 
We have a small piece of land to live on and they have fields that go beyond our sight. 
We have servants who serve us, but they serve others. 
We buy our food, but they grow theirs.  
We have walls around our property to protect us, they have friends to protect them." 
The boy's father was speechless. 
Then his son added, "Thanks, Dad, for showing me how poor we are." 

 
On the first day of August, the Attitude Adjustment Group 
chaired the meeting. This meeting is held Mon thru Sat at 7 
a.m. at the Friendship United Methodist Church at 
 2039 E. Druid Rd. in Clearwater. 
Jo S. was the chairperson. The Preamble was read by Sal 
M. and How It Works was read by Peggy R. 
Dena J. was the first speaker. Her sobriety date is 7/10/04 
and she just celebrated a wonderful five years. Until she got 
to AA, she had a tumultuous life thinking if only things would 
get better and they never did. She got a job in Clearwater 
and met her current husband.. She went to the Attitude Ad-
justment group  and was amazed how many people showed 
up so early in the morning. Dena stated that “when pain ex-
ceeds the pleasure, you have to work the program”. She is 
the healthiest that she has ever been which includes clean-
ing up the past and taking care of herself. 
Dave J. (Dena‟s husband) spoke next. His sobriety date is 
8/12/96. He is a golfer and some men from his group 
showed up with golf clubs.  He kept most of his lifelong pos-
session in a Tupperware box. He had written down things 
that he heard at meetings because every meeting that he 
went to, he heard something different. His early sobriety for 
him was anger however he learned “One day at a time” and 
“Progress not perfection”. His sponsor really saved his life. 
The day he came into AA, they told him that he would have 
to go to 20 meetings and he said “Can I write you a check 
instead?”. AA has given him the ability to do things. He read 
an AA poem written to the theme of the Beverly Hillbillies 
song. 
R.W. gave out the chips 
Bonnie P. took the notes. 

Open Door hosted the August 8
th
 meeting. This group 

meets at St Jerome‟s Catholic Church on Hamlin Blvd, in 
Largo. They have meetings on Monday, Tuesday and Fri-
day.

Jane L. chaired the meeting and Fred T. read the Preamble 
along with Bob W. reading How It Works. 
Carrie was the first speaker. After 6 years of sobriety, she 
still did not understand the program and lost everything that 
she had worked for. She is rebuilding her life and puts AA 
first. She has found a new willingness and believes that the 
steps are a way of life. 
Mike W. was the second speaker. His sobriety date is 
5/18/07. He was adopted and always felt different. One day, 
he had a moment of clarity and prayed “God take me away 
or show me the right way”.  He got a sponsor and jumped 
into the steps. He began to trust his Higher Power and he 
towed the line. He loves helping others and now he is a 
proud alcoholic and is glad to know that life can be real. 
The next speaker was Jody S. and she has 8 years of so-
briety. Jody used to pay big bucks for the feeling of heart 
pounding excitement that she now gets from AA for free. To 
newcomers she says “we all have a common solution-The 
Twelve Steps”. We do not have to chase the buzz because 
AA provides the best buzz ever. She displayed props to 
show the tangled mess that she had made of her life before 
coming into AA. Today, she is thrilled to be alive. 
Shirley was the last speaker. She has been sober for 36 
years. Her alcoholic lawyer recommended AA to her and 
when she joined she was nicknamed the “resentment kid”. 
After doing 90 in 90, she went out and when she returned, 
she was willing to do anything it takes. AA is her whole life 
and she has all the best people in it. To the newcomers, 
“keep coming back” this is the way and the solution. 
Amanda C. gave out the chips. 

The August 15
th
 meeting was hosted by the At The End Of 

The Rainbow Group. This is a Women‟s meeting and is 
held at St Alfred‟s Church on 1601 Curlew Rd in Palm Har-
bor on Saturday. Beginners meet at 9 a.m. and Open Dis-
cussion is at 10 a.m. 
Dave H. chaired the meeting. Jane L. read the Preamble 
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and Kathy C. read How It Works. 
Marti P. was the first speaker and spoke of the Promises. 
She struggled with Step 1 but once she accepted it, the pro-
gram opened up for her and her whole attitude changed and 
she found profound peace. Her suggestion to newcomers is 
“get a sponsor and go to meetings”. The recipe works and 
you will suddenly realize that God is doing for you what you 
could not do for your self. This program is God given, so 
pass it on. Are the Promises extravagant? She thinks not. 
Jennifer B. spoke next and her sobriety date is 11/11/84. 
She was a Jekyll and Hyde type but at her first meeting, she 
listened and talked and found home. She realized that she 
was not alone, she was not crazy, she was just an alcoholic. 
A person can do a lot more things in life without drinking. 
The gifts of the program are immense. You can break the 
chains and the cycle by keeping it simple, staying sober and 
passing it on. AA is an awesome gift  but you have to be 
willing and give it away. 
The chips were given out by Mark 

Abeôs Place hosted the  August 22
nd

  meeting. This meeting 
is held at the Log Cabin at  5400 Seminole Blvd. Meetings 
are held at 9 a.m. on Monday, Tuesday and Thursday.

 John S. chaired the meeting and The Preamble was read by 
Lucy C. and Bernie W, read How It Works.. 
 Bob C. was the first speaker. He began his message by 
grinning towards the newcomers and encouraging then to 
“learn how to laugh!” He states that “We know the way out.” 
Bob‟s first meeting was at the Los Olas Club. When he 
walked in he noticed that there was a bar in the building. To 
his surprise it was a coffee bar! He met his first sponsor 
there. Since then he has learned AA is a family that cares. 
His continued message to newcomers is: Grab all the nug-
gets of gold (freedom) that you can!, You gotta work it!, Get 
the book, read the book, listen and go to meetings, sponsor 
others. Show up and sober up, you won‟t be sorry! 
Donna W. spoke next and her sobriety date is 8/31/84. Don-
na and her husband went to the treatment center together. 
Today they are very grateful alcoholics. To newcomers, she 
advises (stop blaming others., look in the mirror; there in lies 
the problem, get a sponsor, go to meetings and keep coming 
back). Sponsor others, for it is a wonderful gift! 
Mark from Michigan was the last speaker. He knew he 
needed help and one time while fishing, he observed a ga-
thering of laughing, smiling people on the opposite shore. 
Then suddenly the laughter stopped and he saw that they 
had joined hands and were reciting the Lord‟s  Prayer. He 
realized that it was an AA meeting and he wanted what they 
had. He began to go to meetings and he knows that  his 
Higher Power saved him. AA brought Mark back to life and 
he is an extremely grateful alcoholic. 
Kim B gave out the chips 

The August 29
th
 meeting was hosted by the Back to the 

Book Group. This group meets at The Compass Center at 
401- 2

nd
  St North in Safety Harbor. They meet on Wednes-

day at 7 p.m.. Ir is a closed meeting. 
Dave P. was the chairperson. The Preamble was read by 
MaryEllen M. & How It Works was read by Kenny L. 
Kenny L. was the first speaker and spoke about his expe-

rience in AA. His sobriety date is 11/24/06 and he got a 
sponsor at his first meeting who told him everything that he 
needs to know is in the blue book and says that each time 
he reads it he sees things that he never saw before. He says 
that AA literature is like looking at a hologram. You always 
see something different, no matter how many times that you 
read it. He helped begin the “Back to the Basics” group. 
Teddy believes that divine intervention wrote the book. 
Laurel E. spoke next and said that her problem started with 
herself. Her sobriety date is 9/28/08 and she wanted sanity. 
She felt empty and alcohol had stolen her soul. She did eve-
rything that her sponsor told her to do and at meetings, she 
paid attention and listened. She goes to meetings every day 
and she hits her knees to pray three times a day. To new-
comers, she says “AA is an incredible, god-inspired pro-
gram. 
Dave K. was the third speaker and his sobriety date is 
7/22/07. He became willing to be clean and sober. His time 
in AA has been incredible. His sponsor is one of his best 
friends. AA has saved his life and he is truly grateful. 
Dave P. spoke next  and his message to newcomers is that 
the Alcoholic suffers from a “ thinking disease”. 
It is tough to survive when you‟re angry all the time. If you 
have decided that you want what we have, GET INTO the 
program. Don‟t miss out on the essence of the art, you are 
studying. Surround yourself with good people. He feels 
blessed that he found willingness 
Chuck B. was the last speaker and his sobriety date is 2

nd
 

week of May 2000. He knows that an important part of the 
program is to give it away. He is willing today because his 
life is great and he wants it to stay that way. He works the 
steps and sponsors others. He live breathes, eats and 
bleeds AA. To newcomers: If you keep AA in the forefront of 
your life, you will definitely be grateful

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DUCK TALES

Tradition 
 
Many years ago I had the opportunity to see Fidd-
ler On The Roof live on Broadway. There are two 
things I most remember; first, Tevyah asking his 
Rabbi if there was a prayer for the tsar; a most 
unheard of request in the shettle. And, how did 
the Rabbi respond? “A prayer for the tsar?!” “Oy 
vey;.” A prayer for the tsar; May G-d bless and 
keep the tsar far from us!” Sometimes, when 
some vexatious „bleeding deacon‟ goes on and 
on about this tradition or that comment by Bill W., 
I will silently invoke the above prayer.  
 This leads me to my second and perhaps 
more significant memory from the play and the 
basis of the title itself. A fiddler on the roof; how 
alcoholic is that? Just perfect for this alcoholic, 
another self inflicted problem. Of course this is all 
lost to Tevyah who finds nothing incongruous 
about a fiddler on the roof and opines to his 
neighbor, that the fiddler remains perched how-
ever precariously due to tradition. Of course Te-
vyah is referring to nearly 5700 years of tradition.  
 While it is clearly important to not only em-
brace tradition, we must also understand the un-
derlying forces that help create tradition. Some-
times too, it becomes necessary to review and 
even reassess tradition as to its being relevant to 

contemporary circumstances. Interestingly, some 
thing like this occurred when a rabbi‟s son intro-
duced and not without controversy and pain by 
the way, about two millennia ago new concepts 
which over the years evolved into new tradition.  
 It seems this rabbi‟s son came to believe 
that some of the tradition which had served so 
well his people when they were lost in the desert, 
had to his way of thinking become more like a 
straight jacket than a lifejacket. 
 A.A. is only seventy-five years old, about 
the span of a modern human life yet in that bibli-
cal twinkling of an eye, some of our Tevyahs 
would subvert our life saving tradition into life 
choking rules and rituals, thereby preventing 
normal and necessary growth through change. If 
as it is often stated in the rooms, “A.A. is a pro-
gram of change” then perhaps too, A.A. itself 
must change to grow not just quantitatively but 
spiritually, emotionally and yes intellectually as 
well! 
 So, are we using our tradition to ensure 
our program is available to future generations of 
alcoholics who wish to recover, or are we selfishly 
using our tradition to „scapegoat” newcomers 
whose presence challenges us to  “walk the walk 
not just talk the talk” and to “change and grow” in 
our own sobriety?
