Reading this statement is going to 
become a part of the opening of our Intergroup Monthly Business 
Meeting. 
 
We have an “awesome” responsibility at Intergroup, and I am 
compelled to continuously remind myself, and others that we are 
the initial point of contact for those who are seeking the help of  
Alcoholics Anonymous in Pinellas County. It is therefore 
incumbent on me to absolutely be on my best AA behavior at all 
times, and especially when I am talking to or being observed by a 
newcomer, or other member of the public not involved in AA.

It won't do any good  
if there's no one on the other end... 

so pick up that 500-pound telephone and volunteer! 

PINELLAS COUNTY 24-HOUR HELPLINE 
 

needs your help to answer phones and make 12-Step calls. 

What does a Helpline volunteer do? 
Helpline Volunteers answer phone calls that come into Central Office after 
hours and on weekends. You will be talking to a variety of people - some might 
be AAers visiting from out of town looking for a meeting, some could be 
newcomers who need information, while others might be people who have 
never been to a meeting. 

When would I have to take calls? 
The time slots vary.  We have morning and evening shifts available! 

Would people be calling me directly? 
No. Here's the way it works: A call comes in to Central Office after hours and 
is automatically routed to our answering service. A recorded message tells the 
caller they have reached the Alcoholics Anonymous 24-hour helpline and to 
leave their name and number so a volunteer can call them back. When the 
caller hangs up, the automated service calls the phone number of the 
volunteer on duty and tells them they have a message. The volunteer then 
retrieves the message and calls the person back. 

Do I have to do the 12-Step call, too? 
No, you do not have to do actual 12-Step work, but can refer a 12-Stepper 
when necessary. You will have a list of 12-Step Volunteers, broken down by 
zip code. 

Can I just sign up to be a 12-Step volunteer?                                               
Absolutely! 12-Step volunteers work hand-in-hand with the Helpline and 
Central Office. They do everything from talking to a practicing alcoholic about 
AA to taking an out-of-town visitor to a meeting. Whereas Helpline volunteers 
take the initial call and disburse it, 12-Step volunteers do the actual "leg work".

Group hosted the meeting. This

There are meetings every day. Please 
consult the Where and When for 
details. 
The chairperson was Will N and he 
also read the Preamble. How It Works 
was read by Veronica F. 
The first speaker was Don C. He is a 
truck driver and works with horses. He 
spent a good deal of time in treatment 
in Ohio. It was February, when he 
came to Florida in cold weather clothes 
and went to 2250 group. Then he 
discovered San Martin and it was on 
Easter Sunday, when he prayed to 
God to take this disease from me. He 
got honest with himself and worked the 
steps. Today, life is beyond his wildest 
dreams and sobriety is great. 
Phil M. whose sobriety date is 
10/05/07 spoke next. He has a degree 
in Electrical Engineering. He went to 
rehab and then Goya where he got a 
sponsor. He was astounded to find that 
people actually cared and were 
practicing what they were saying. He 
found his way to San Martin and got 
another sponsor. He felt great when he 
wrote his name on the chalk board 
stating that he was to be the Chairman 
of the Home Group. He is a CNA today 
and believes that God is working in his 
life, which is second to none. 
The last speaker was Ray O. His 
sobriety date is 11/4/99. He went to a 
treatment center where he learned that 
“no human power could relieve his 
alcoholism”. He tried prayer and was 
told that AA‟s way of life could work. 

He was told to look at the reverse side 
of the dollar bill and saw that it said “In 
God WE Trust”. He loves the Serenity 
Prayer. 
Bob H. gave out the chips.  

Holiday Isles Group hosted the 
September 12

th
  meeting. This meeting 

is held at St Alban‟s Episcopal Church 
at 333 – 84

th
 Ave on St Petersburg 

Beach. Meetings are held every day 
except Thursday. Please consult the 
Where and When for times and other 
details. 
James H. was the chairperson and 
Thomas W. read the Preamble and 
How It Works was read by George B. 
The first speaker was Tina F. She 
grew up in Philadelphia in a large 
Catholic-Italian family. She was 
introduced to alcohol when she was 
18. She kept telling herself that she 
would quit on Monday. When she 
finally came to AA, her brother told her 
to ask for the “Big Blue Book”. This 
book saved her life and she identified 
with it. It explained what was wrong 
with her (the disease and the mental 
obsession). Her mother was an 
alcoholic and told here when she came 
in to the program that she would have 
a life beyond her wildest dreams. 
Jason K spoke next and he grew up in 
Long Island, New York to a normal 
family. He was self-centered his whole 
life and began drinking at 13.and after 
a long history of drinking, his sobriety 
date is 4/2006. He got sober in St Pete 
and knew that he had to believe in 
something so he believed in the 
rooms. All that he wanted to do was  
stop fighting even alcohol. He loves 
the promises. He loves Step 11 and 

searches for God every day. “AA is 
amazing and everything that I have in 
my life is because o f AA. 
Dian I gave out the chips. 

On September  19
th
  the Philippe Park 

Group hosted the meeting.  This group 
meets at the Church of the Holy Spirit 
at 601  Philippe Parkway. They have 
meetings on Monday and Thursday at 
8 p.m. 
Cathy S. chaired the meeting along 
with Lori W. reading the Preamble and 
Vanessa reading How It Works. 
Stephanie L. was the first speaker and 
her sobriety date is 2/25/04. 
Stephanie grew up in an alcoholic 
home. She had her first drink at 15. 
She had a religious upbringing, went to 
a private school, yet hung out with only 
the drinkers and druggers. Stephanie 
did whatever she could to “not feel”. 
Her goal was to try everything.  
She was extremely paranoid, 
miserable and in pain and had no idea 
that it was from alcohol. Her first 
meeting was a Big Book meeting. She 
heard her own story that same night. A 
woman who lived three doors down 
from her became her first sponsor. 
Working the steps in AA has saved 
Stephanie‟s life. She realized she 
wanted to stay sober more than she 
wanted a drink. She is much more 
aware of her higher power in life 
because AA is a spiritual program. She 
suggests rigorous work with other 
alcoholics for a problem shared is a 
problem halved.  
The second speaker was Randy C and 
his sobriety date is 11/24/89. 
Randy began his message by 
qualifying for the group. He has been 
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in and out of the rooms several times, 
but had a moment of clarity while riding 
on a bus, looking at the people and 
realizing that he was worse off then 
they were. On 11/24/89 he came into 
the rooms seriously and realized that 
he had been surrounded by God‟s 
grace all along but had to have open 
eyes to see. He is grateful for strong 
sponsorship. Randy helps his 
sponsees go through the steps directly 
from the book, but also knows there is 
no wrong or right way to do them. 
Randy has the following message for 
newcomers:  
Get a sponsor. Get into the book, 
work with other people; “One of the 
greatest things you’ll do in AA is 
watch other people get sober”. 
Randy says that now he knows his 
cup runneth over but he still fusses 
about the spillage which is not a 
bad place to be.

The Pinellas Point Step Group 
hosted the September 26

th
 meeting. 

This meeting is held at St Andrew‟s 
Lutheran Church at 1901 62

nd
 Avenue 

South on Tuesday night at 8 p.m. 
The chairperson was Skip A. Joan S. 
read the Preamble and Joe S. read 
How It Works. 
Chris B. spoke first. His sobriety date 
is 10/15/07. 
 
Chris spoke about how the Promises 
have developed in his life since he 
joined AA. He talked about the fact that 
while he was drinking he was afraid of 
people for fear of “What they are going 
to do and how will it affect me?, how 
he always wanted “instant gratification” 
in most things, and how his family 
couldn‟t trust him. Since he joined AA 
and started working the program he 
has found a new happiness and 
freedom from alcohol. He lives in the 
“now”. He doesn‟t have to worry about 
tomorrow. His family, who once saw 
him at his worst, now sees him at his 
best and he has earned their trust. He 
has lost interest in selfish things and 
now reaches out to help other people. 
Chris doesn‟t know what his Higher 
Power‟s purpose for him is yet, but he 
knows it is a good plan.  
His sponsor and the Big Book haven‟t 
been wrong yet.  
 
 

Gary S. spoke next and his sobriety 
date is 9/18/09.Gary has a sponsor 
and sponsors others. He feels that he 
wouldn‟t be here if he hadn‟t found a 
sponsor right away. He realized he 
was an alcoholic in his mid 20‟s, yet 
his life was miserable for years before 
he found AA. His life “looked good 
from the outside” but it was 
unmanageable. He drank to self-
destruct. It was his employer who gave 
him motivation to join AA at first, and 
when he started in the program he had 
in mind he would only stay until he 
could find another job, but after some 
time he began to realize that he 
couldn‟t find anything wrong with what 
was happening for him in AA and his 
craving for alcohol diminished. Today 
he feels blessed and is truly grateful 
for the program. Nobody has ever lied 
to him in these rooms. His message to 
newcomers is:  
The answer is in these rooms. If you 
give of yourself, others will give back. 
Go to meetings and keep coming back. 
Build with your Higher Power. It 
works!!!!!!

Is Alcoholics 
Anonymous a new 
religion? A 
competitor of the 
Church? 

Answer 
If these misgivings had real 
substance, they would be serious 
indeed. But, Alcoholics Anonymous 
cannot in the least be regarded as 
a new religion. Our Twelve Steps 
have no theological content, except 
that which speaks of "God as we 
understand Him." This means that 
each individual AA member may 
define God according to whatever 
faith or creed he may have. 
Therefore there isn't the slightest 
interference with the religious views 
of any of our membership. The rest 

of the Twelve Steps define moral 
attitudes and helpful practices, all 
of them precisely Christian in 
character. Therefore, as far as the 
steps go, the steps are good 
Christianity, indeed they are good 
Catholicism, something which 
Catholic writers have affirmed more 
than once.  

Neither does AA exert the slightest 
religious authority over its 
members. No one is compelled to 
believe anything. No one is 
compelled to meet membership 
conditions. No one is obliged to pay 
anything. Therefore we have no 
system of authority, spiritual or 
temporal, that is comparable to or 
in the least competitive with the 
Church. At the center of our society 
we have a Board of Trustees. This 
body is accountable yearly to a 
Conference of elected Delegates. 
These Delegates represent the 

conscience and desire of AA as 
regards functional or service 
matters. Our Tradition contains an 
emphatic injunction that these 
Trustees may never constitute 
themselves as a government - they 
are to merely provide certain 
services that enable AA as a whole 
to function. The same principles 
apply at our group and area level.  

Dr. Bob, my co-partner, had his 
own religious views. For whatever 
they may be worth, I have my own. 
But both of us have gone heavily 
on the record to the effect that 
these personal views and 
preferences can never under any 
conditions be injected into the AA 
program as a working part of it. AA 
is a sort of spiritual kindergarten, 
but that is all. Never should it be 
called a religion. (The 'Blue Book',
